The Community Council, then known as 
the Council of Social Agencies, first met at the old Presbyterian Hut beside West Davis 
Street. Today, the Community Council coordinates numerous health and human services,   
as well as plans and begins new agencies and task forces to meet community needs.  It 
strives to:

¶ Serve as information center for the community  
¶ Stimulate continuous and systematic study of community needs and resources  
¶ Formulate principles, methods and standards for improvements  
¶ Stimulate and/or initiate needed new services
